5. Instances for providing incorrect information and/or process violation by a candidate
detected at any stage of the selection process will lead of disqualification of the
candidate from the selection process and he/she will not be allowed to appear in any
RSPCB recruitment process in the future.

6. Process for Arriving at Scores:-
